SFPE Seeking Members from All Interest Categories for New Task Group on Assessments of Existing Building Fire Safety

The SFPE Subcommittee for Standards Oversight has approved starting a task group to draft a new SFPE engineer guide
on assessments of existing building fire safety. The following is the approved scope for this new document:

The SFPE Engineering Guide for Assessments of Existing Building Fire Safety provides a methodology for completing an
assessment of an existing facility’s current fire safety condition. The guide describes a framework for conducting and docu-
menting assessments that evaluates fire safety through a combination of interviews, document reviews, and field observa-
tions. The framework provides guidance on establishing the assessment objectives and tailoring the scope., It also provides
for the identification and prioritization of further action, evaluation criteria, data collection process, and required documen-
tation to fulfill the objectives. Assessments prepared using this guide may focus on a single topic, several topics, or be
comprehensive. The results can be used to demonstrate if a facility provides adequate fire safety; to establish a safety
baseline that supports remodeling, renovation, or re-purposing plans; or to identify desired enhancements that would im-
prove facility safety.

SFPE is seeking members from the following interest categories:

ﬂ Producer — an individual who represents an organization (or trade association) that manufactures or markets the prod-
ucts that could be affected (by the standard)

ﬂ Design engineer — an individual who uses the standard to produce drawings, diagrams, specifications, or calculations
for the construction of a building or system (consultants, architectural/engineering firms or contractors)

ﬂ Enforcement official — a representative of an organization responsible for enforcing the requirements of the standard
(authority having jurisdiction or code official)

Research and testing -- an individual who represents public or private sector research organizations and academics
who perform research that falls within the scope of standard

Facilities owner — an individual having a legal interest in a property, building, or structure (facility manager, owner

representative)
ﬂ Insurance interests -- a representative of an insurance company, broker, agent, bureau, or inspection agency

Specialist — an individual with expert knowledge within the scope of the standard who is not described by one of the
categories above
